SALTILLO GROUT 2 1/2:1

SALTILLO GROUT: is a precise blend of Portland Cement, aggregate, polymer and colorfast pigment formulated to be used in 1/2” up to 1 ½” wide and deep grout joints.
FEATURES AND BENEFITS:

· Interior or Exterior
· Crack Resistant
· Mexican Tiles, Pavers and Stones
· Requires only the addition of water
· Maximum strength, hardness and durability

PREPARATION: Before grouting, wait 24 hours after the tile has set to insure maximum bond of the tile to surface. If tile is porous, use grout release to aid in cleanup.

CAUTION: In hot weather, prevention of extreme water dehydration is suggested. All cement based products have the potential for efforescence and this is not a defect in manufacturing.
MIXING: Mix entire content of  Saltillo Grout Mix with approximately 1 gallon of cool, clean water. Mix to a usable consistancy, making sure there are no streaks and the color is uinform. Mix with a paddle that will not entrain air into the grout mix, and use a power mixer at 300 RPM or less. Let material stand for 10 to 15 minutes and remix prior to grouting. Do not add additional water after slaking. In cold weather, the powder and water must be above 60 degree Ferenheit
APPLICATION: Spread Saltillo Grout over the face of the tile with a soft rubber grout float. Work the grout back and forth to insure complete filling of the joints. Remove excess grout off the face of the tile using the edge of the rubber float, moving diagonally across the face of the tile. If using grout bag, concult its manufacturer for suitabllity.
CLEANING: Clean excess grout from the surface of the tile as soon as possible without damaging the joints. Use a damp square edged synthetic sponge wiping diagnally cross the joints and clean the sponge often for better results.
CURING: Saltillo Grout Mix becomes firm overnight or faster in hot weather, but does not cure to its full hardness for seven days. For maximum durability dampen joints each day for three days after installation. In tempatures of 90 degree Ferenheit or above, moist curing is needed to prevent rapid dehydration which will cause cracking and powdering. In cold weather  protect the installation from temperatures below 40 degree Ferenheit for at least 24 hours.
Packaging: 50lb. / 22.68 kgs multi-ply 56 /pallet 2,800 lb. 
YIELD: A 50 lb sack (22.68 kgs) will yield approximately 50 to 60 square feet with a 1” joint.
LIMITATIONS:

· DO NOT apply when the air or substrate temperature is below 40° F within 24 hours of application.

· DO NOT over water

· DO NOT over mix

· DO NOT apply over substrates that are frozen or contain frost.

· DO NOT use dirty water or tools.
· DO NOT add or mix any materials with this product unless approved by PARAGON CONCRETE PRODUCTS INC.
· DO NOT accelerate cure with fans.
